This course introduces the study of literature in English with a focus on genres: short fiction, novel, poetry,
drama. Reading, writing, oral and interpretive skills necessary for analyzing literature are emphasized,
including close reading, literary criticism, and terminology. Academic reading and essay writing skills,
transferable to any discipline, are practised.

e Remember that everyone needs help sometime. It’s a sign of strength to know when to ask for help.

Occasionally | will post supplementary material, which some of you may find
useful (basic grammar information, for example). | don’t use PowerPoint as | find it too restrictive, so
please don’t ask me to post my notes. Most of them are in my head.

e Essays are marked holistically, not by a rubric. Marking an essay for writing skills is complicated.
