Reading Quizzes (RQ):  
With each new chapter or reading students will be asked to complete an 
online multiple-choice quiz in the course D2L website (in the Quiz section).  The 
quizzes will cover the reading for that chapter. RQ are open book, and students 
may take each quiz twice.  RQ must be completed 1 hour prior to the start of that 
chapter’s class, except for RQ1 which is due on May 8th. The online submission 
window will close one hour prior to the start of that chapter’s first class (12:00 
noon).  The answers for each RQ are available after that RQ closes. 
There will be 10 reading quizzes throughout the semester.

Syllabus Annotation and Class Charter:   
At the start of the semester, students will be asked to read carefully through the 
class syllabus, make note of anything that is unclear, and make suggestions for its 
improvement.  We will then use that exercise to create a class charter.  All 
students who are present for this activity and share their ideas will receive 5%.

Self Evaluation (SE):  
Students will complete a brief self-evaluation at the end of each class.  This 
evaluation is a reflective tool, to give individuals an opportunity to think about 
areas in which they have excelled or which need additional attention for that 
specific topic.  It also gives the instructor feedback on what aspects of the class 
are working well or need to be revised.  Additionally, it is an opportunity to have 
an informal conversation with the instructor as comments will be reviewed each 
class and responded to as needed.  Thoughtful completion of this evaluation will 
receive 5% regardless of how students choose to evaluate themselves.  Each 
evaluation will be done in class and should only take a few minutes to complete.

Course Summary Presentation: 20%  
In the final class, students will share a summary of the key themes of the course 
that they have prepared in advance.  Students may prepare this summary 
individually or in teams, in any format of their choosing.  Some suggestions are 
documentary or animated videos, large-format posters, typed study guides, or 
flash card series, but any format that meets the assessment criteria is acceptable.    
Students must be in class to present their summary irrespective of the format 
chosen.

Class Engagement Activities (CEA): 6% per CEA 
Students will complete a different activity in each class designed to encourage 
critical analysis of course material while building a common learning community.  
Assignments may include thematic questions, visual summaries, group 
discussions, video responses, short presentations, reflective writing and similar.
