Seminars

Your participation mark is comprised of seminar worksheets (5 x 4% ), and your role as
a discussion leader (1 x 3%) for one seminar class. In order to fully contribute to our
seminar discussions, it is imperative that all students complete the course readings
before seminar and come prepared to contribute. Students will not be permitted to
submit the worksheets if they are absent from class.

Students will submit seminar worksheet for five out of the eight articles we will be

reading this term. Students will not be permitted to submit two worksheets on the

same topic e.g., gender and language. The worksheets must be submitted before the

start of the seminar; this requirement is to ensure we have a productive and enjoyable 23 %
discussion.

A sign-up sheet for discussion leaders will be distributed in the first week of class. As
discussion leader you will be expected to lead the class by summarizing the main
points of the reading(s), comment on what you found interesting, confusing, or
troubling, identify how the article relates to the course material, and pose two
guestions for class discussion. You will be marked on the thoroughness of the
presentation, your careful thinking about the article, and your presentation skills.
Students will not be permitted to become the discussion leader on another day if they
miss the date they have sign-up for.

Labs

There are two labs during this course (2 x3%). One lab is on phonology, the other on
morphology. You must come to the lab classes in order to get credit for the lab
assignments. If you miss the lab classes | will be happy to give you a copy of the lab to
do in your own time, but it will not be graded.

Research Paper

Using the ethnographic method of participant observation, students will observe a

community of practice and write a paper about the relationship between identity and 23%
language. More information about the essay will be provided in class and in a handout.
