An introducMon to tradiMonal and contemporary three-dimensional pracMce, this course is 
concerned with the concepts and methodologies surrounding three-dimensional art making 
in our Mme.

In addiMon to these invesMgaMons, 
assignments relaMve to the history and social impact of these pracMces are reinforced 
through readings and group discussion.
