Students expand on their understanding of the clinical applications of sonography for the surveillance of
pregnancy. Students review anatomic relationships of the female pelvis while learning to recognize the normal
and abnormal sonographic appearances of first trimester pregnancy. Students learn to select appropriate
scanning protocols based on patient history, physiologic data, laboratory values, and/or complimentary
imaging studies.

lliness and Emergency Circumstances

It is acknowledged that short-term illness or personal priorities that are of critical importance, such as an
appointment with a specialist, may occasionally conflict with a course assessment. In this case, as long as the
student notifies the instructor before the anticipated absence, the student may be provided the opportunity
to make up an assessment. Notifying the instructor by email is considered an acceptable means of
communication.
