COURSE GUIDELINES & EXPECATIONS

This course combines in-class lecture, discussion groups, individual and group meeting times with community-
based service learning activities. Students are required to complete a total of 42 hours of in-class and
community-based activities.

Please arrive for planned classes and meetings early and be prepared to participate in discussions and
activities. The course is planned as a continuum for building the skills and knowledge required to meet the
competencies for CFCS graduates. Students are required to contact the instructor in advance if they are
unable to attend planned activities.

To pass this course, students must satisfactorily complete all assignments and learning activities with a
minimum grade of C for each assignment.
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Written assignments must be submitted via D2L. File names should include your name for easy reference.
Written assignments must be typed and double spaced and follow APA guidelines, unless otherwise indicated.
Pay particular attention to page numbering and headers, line spacing, font and font size, the citation of source
material, and cover-page format. Spelling, grammar, and presentation of the material will be taken into
consideration when assignments are graded.

All assignments are to be submitted on designated due dates. In some circumstances, students may arrange
with the instructor for an extension of an assignment before the due date. Marks will be deducted (5% per
day) if prior arrangements have not been made with the instructor.

Students enrolled in Allied Health & Technologies Programs must achieve a minimum of 65% or a “COM” in
each of their courses in order to use their course as a pre-requisite and progress in their program.
