Students will develop critical thinking, reading skills, formal writing skills, and skills in introductory literature 
analysis. Students will practice organizing, writing, and revising paragraphs, essays, and business documents. 
Students will develop grammar, punctuation, and composition skills while improving reading, reading 
comprehension, vocabulary, and study skills

• understand and use the steps of the writing process: prewriting, drafting, revising and editing 
• gather ideas; define and narrow a topic; evaluate, select and organize source materials 
• adjust content and style of writing to suit purpose, audience and situation 
• revise and edit work to improve content, organization, word choice, phrasing, sentence and paragraph 

structure, spelling, punctuation, and mechanics 
• write effective paragraphs in a range of rhetorical modes (may include narrative, descriptive, process, 

compare/contrast, cause/effect, classification, expository, and persuasive) 
• write a summary 
• write an essay 
• understand and avoid plagiarism

• ask questions to clarify meaning 
• demonstrate effective listening and paraphrasing skills
